13.	 If your machine should start making an unusual noise or 
vibration, immediately stop the engine, disconnect the 
spark plug wire and move the wire away from the spark 
plug. Allow the machine to stop and perform the following 
steps:

a.	 Inspect for damage.

b.	 Repair or replace any damaged parts.

c.	 Check for any loose parts and tighten to assure 
continued safe operation.

14.	 Muffler and engine become hot and can cause a burn. Do 
not touch. 

15.	 Do not allow leaves or other debris to build up on engine’s 
muffler. The debris could ignite and cause a fire.

16.	 Do not operate engine if air cleaner or cover over 
carburetor air intake is removed, except for adjustment. 
Removal of such parts could create a fire hazard.

17.	 Only use accessories approved for this machine by the 
manufacturer. Read, understand, and follow all instructions 
provided with the approved accessory.

General Service:
